RULES OF THE CONTEST - FESTIVAL

The contest - festival consists of one round. The number of participants to take part at the
contest-festival is limited. The time of submission of the applications will be taken into account.
In the case of non-entry, the participant's fee will not be refunded. The order of performers will

be formed based on the age of participants.



Please note that changes to the repertoire will hot be possible during the contest. You are

kindly asked to inform the organizers about the changes in the contestant's repertoire by the

10th of May, 2019, at the latest.

JURY OF THE CONTEST - FESTIVAL

The participants of the contest - festival will be evaluated by the international jury
whose names will be announced at the opening of the contest. The decisions of the jury are
final and not subject to appeal.

The scores of the jury will be publicly announced at the competition sites. The jury has
the right to terminate the performance of the participant(s) if it exceeds the set time limit. The

students of the jury members cannot participate in the contest.

AWARDS

Participants of the contest - festival will be awarded diplomas and prizes. The Grand Prix
will be awarded to the contestants of every age category with the highest score. Special prizes
will be presented to the contestants of every age category for the best performed composition
of Lithuanian and Armenian composers. The laureates of the contest selected upon the decision
of jury and organizers will participate at the Final Concert of the contest. Please be aware that
the organizers of the contest have all the rights to the video and sound records, as well as the

radio and TV broadcasts without payment to the participants of the contest.

PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF APPLICATIONS

The deadline for submitting the applications of contestants is the 22nd of April, 2019.

The application must be accompanied by a copy of the document confirming payment of the
entry fee.

An incomplete set of application documents will not be registered.
